They are made from hand-made felt with a silk outer layer. Mary and Martha are always keen to 
encourage their artisans to make good use of spare  materials. These small pieces of chinese silk are 
leftovers from  traditional Mongolian jackets.

Fleuri Necklace 5.00

Nine felt balls separated by ornamental spacers on wire. These make an elegant addition to any wardrobe. 
It uses traditional felt making expertise and can be worn with 2 or 3 together.

Chubby Sheep 
Brooch 2.50

There are nearly 14 million sheep in Mongolia and a population of about 3.3 million people! These chubby 
sheep brooches have real personality and make a cheeky addition to anyone's wardrobe.

These attractive earrings come in a wide variety of designs. They are made from silver plated wire (nickel 
free) by women in a women’s  rescue centre in Ulaanbaatar.

Small Felt Animals 5.50

These cute felt animals are hand-made by a small company called Great Sun Princess. It was formed to 
provide work for women living in poverty in the ger (yurt) district in Ulaanbaatar. 
Many of the animals are native to Mongolia (camel, horse, yak, cow, goat and dog). The panda has 
sneaked over the border from China and a couple of others have crossed continents!
Selection of 10 different felt animals. (Horse, yak, cow, goat, elephant, panda, lion, camel, moose, dog)

Made from hand-made felt. The stuffing is made from bits of wool and sheep fleece.  The eyes are 
stitched.  This is not a toy; we cannot guarantee the safety of all the components. 
Size: approx. 8 cm long.

Felt Balls 3.50

These are made from scraps of felt left over from making slippers and other items, bonded together with 
combed sheep fleece. Fun for children, teachers and cats to name but a few. They can also be used in the 
dryer to reduce static and drying time. (Check for colour fastness first)
Diameter approx. 6 cm.

Felt Santa 7.50
Here Santa is wearing a traditional Mongolian costume called a “deel”.  He is made in the Gobi desert (!) by 
a women’s cooperative.
Size: approx. 13 cm tall.

Glass Angel 6.50

Glass angels are made from broken glass upcycled from old alcohol bottles.  Mary & Martha donate a 
portion of the profits to an alcoholics recovery organisation in Mongolia.
Selection of colours; green, blue, gold, transparent, brown..

Felt animal

A white bactrian camel ornament and a white horse with a coloured ribbon for hanging. Saddles are all 
different as they are made from scraps of left-over silk.
